Olivier CAVÉ was born in Switzerland on December 18, 1977. He studied the piano at the Conservatory of Sion, then at the Conservatory of Lausanne where he graduated with a special prize and the congratulations of the jury. He has also taken master classes with Maria Lilia Bertola in Milan and Nelson Goerner in Geneva. In 1995, he met Maria Tipo and attended her class at the Fiesole Music School. Olivier Cavé gave his first concert in September 1991 with the Camerata Lysy under the baton of Yehudi Menuhin. He has collaborated with such artists as Alexis Weissenberg, Menahem Pressler, Arie Vardi, Aldo Ciccolini, Howard Griffiths, Tibor Varga, Barbara Hendricks, and Isabelle Huppert. He was a solo performer with the Symphonic Orchestra of Dusseldorf, the London Soloists Chamber Orchestra, the Orchestra Galileo Galilei in Fiesole, the Zurich Chamber Orchestra, and the Lausanne Chamber Orchestra. In June 2000, Olivier Cavé was a finalist of the Clara Schumann competition in Dusseldorf. His interpretation of Chopin’s first concerto was much praised by Martha Argerich. In 2002, he interpreted Beethoven’s first concerto, which was broadcasted by Italy’s national television network RAI, as part of the complete concerti for piano and orchestra performed in honor of Maria Tipo’s 70th birthday. In 2003, he was invited by the Scala in Milan on the occasion of the reopening of the theater’s museum and library. He performed opera transcriptions by Liszt on the composer’s piano. On May 17, 2004, Olivier Cavé released his first CD, « Réflexions », with Deutsche Grammophon : a recital of works by Beethoven, Schubert, Scarlatti and Schumman. In 2007, his new CD, « Naples 1685 – Domenico Scarlatti », will be released. Olivier Cavé performs regularly in Switzerland, France, Italy, Germany, and beyond.
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
